Installing the rubber tiles

Preparation

The rubber tiles should be preserved from extreme weather conditions and physical damage before
and during installation and during the period when the glue dries. If the rubber tiles are installed by
the help of glue, it must be ensured, that they are kept away from moisture for at least 12 hours.
Important facts to keep in mind concerning the base:

= All playground facilities, slides, seesaws, swings, etc., must be in place before installing the rubber
flooring.

= The base must be completely dry (in case of concrete base, a 10-day-long dry period is advised)
= Good drainage is important. At least 2% of slope is needed.
® The base must be plain, without any holes or bumps.

Concrete and asphalt bases

Newly installed floorings must be kept dry for at least 10 days. It is not advised to use petroleum-based
glues.

If the base is rather old, all holes, bumps and cracks must be filled in or smoothed out. The surface
must be clean, free of dust or moist.

It is advised to start installing the rubber tiles from one of the corners. This can minimalize losses while
cutting tiles.

When sticking the rubber tiles to the base, glue should be put only onto the four corners of each tile.
Don’t put glue onto the whole surface of the tiles because this can block drainage, and it can result in
deformation of the tiles.

The tiles can be glued to each other as well. In this case, it is enough to put some glue onto the sides of
each tile. It is advised to wear gloves while installing the rubber flooring.

Gravel bases

IMPORTANT NOTICE! The rubber tiles can be installed into tarmac or gravel surfaces as well, however,
the falling heights are estimated with the consideration of a concrete base. When installing rubber
tiles on such surfaces, the falling heights can be smaller. This is due to the fact, that the pebbles of
gravel bases may fill up the patterns on the back of the tiles.

Installation

As the first step, prepare the base. The base must be constructed of 0/35 mm crushed gravel or
pebbles and its thickness should be at least 10-20 cm, per the expected load.
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After creating the base, a 2-4 cm thick sand-layer should be put over the gravel. This is important for
compression. This layer of sand will shrink, so this should be kept in mind too.

It is advised to start installing the rubber tiles from one of the corners. This can minimalize losses while
cutting tiles.

When ready, the flooring must be compressed again with the help of a plane temper. After this, the
frame should be made, preferably from wood or special rubber tile borders. The tiles can be glued to
each other as well. In this case, it is enough to put some glue onto the sides of each tile.

Tips and tricks for installing

® The rubber tiles may expand due to hot temperature, so the installation should be made in a shady
environment, preferably in 10-20 degree centigrade.

= |f the glue between the tiles gets a bit foamy, just let it dry out, and the excess amount can be cut
off with a slicer.

= Use aslicer for cutting the rubber tiles. Nick the tile, then bend it and continue the cut. In case of
thicker tiles, a jigsaw can come in handy.
